SUMMARY
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INTRODUCTION

The Local Government Act 2002 says that the purpose of local government is “...to enable democratic local decision-
making and action by, and on behalf of, communities and to promote the social, economic, environmental and cultural
well-being of communities, in the present and for the future.”

In February 2007 a meeting of the Pukenui Ratepayers’ Association set up a working party at the suggestion of the Far
North District Council to look at how the community of Pukenui-Houhora wants the area to develop in the long-term, say
over fifteen to twenty years.

The working party asked the views of the community by means of focus groups, a mailed flier, posters outside the store, a
newspaper article, presentations at RatePayers’ Association meetings, by personal contact and by circulating over 350
copies of a draft discussion document similar to the tables that follow. It spent many hours in meetings and when it
received views, it tried to build them into the report that follows.

The working party took the community of Pukenui-Houhora to extend from the southern end of Kimberley Road down to
but not including Waiharara. At the stage when comments on the discussion document began to arrive, it became clear
that many residents of the Henderson Bay area wished their settlement also to be included in the plan and so their views
have been taken into account.

We received a great deal of help from the Far North District Council, to whom we are grateful and to all those others who
took time to give us their views and guidance.

The plan is in the form of vision statements that are then expanded as tables. A fuller, more formal document is attached

as an appendix . It gives a much better sense of the community’s wishes than can be had by reading only the tables; and
we urge readers to give the appendix their attention too.
