Councillors elected to represent the
Maori ward declare and sign the same
oath as general ward councillors. When
making decisions as a councillor, they
represent all the people of the Far North,
just as general ward councillors do.

The October 2022 election will be the
first time Nga Tai o Tokerau candidates
will stand for election. They do not need
to be of Maori descent, but must be
nominated by two electors from the
Maori electoral roll within the Nga Tai

o Tokerau ward.

Only those enrolled on the Maori
electoral roll can vote for someone
standing in the Maori ward. Those
enrolled on the general electoral roll
can vote for candidates standing in
their general ward - Te Hiku, Kaikohe-
Hokianga, or Bay of Islands-Whangaroa. @ «aikohe-Hokianga ward

resilience. This project is due for completion
by June. Installation of power and
instrumentation is ongoing at the bore site
along with reinstatement and completion
of bore headworks. A prefabricated pipe
bridge is being lifted into place at Bonnetts
Road and installation will be completed this
month. The next phase of work is to connect
the new bore water supply to the water
treatment plant when further water testing
and treatment processes can be calibrated.
The Kaitaia Water Project will enable the
supply of an additional 5,000 cubic metres
of water daily to Kaitaia. The project's
estimated total cost is $15.3 million and

will provide safe, quality drinking water

to Kaitaia and supplement the existing
supply from the Awanui River.

Final power and instrumentation work is now underway on the Sweetwater boreheads as final preparations
are made to begin supplementing Kaitaia water supplies.

Leak ‘detectives’ in Kaitaia

High-tech equipment is helping contractors to track
down hard-to-find leaks in the Kaitaia water supply.

Our Far North Waters contractors are
achieving significant successes tracking
down hard-to-find water leaks in our supply
network and helping to save precious
treated water. They've been deploying
Aquascope and Zonescan 820 loggers
that can distinguish the hiss of a leak from
background noise to help pinpoint losses
within the reticulation network. This
technology is being deployed across

the district but has already significantly
reduced water leaks in Kaitaia. In one
instance, the highly sensitive equipment
detected a leak within a concrete structure
buried underground and completely hidden
from view. This and other discoveries
have resulted in a loss reduction of over
400 cubic metres of treated water per day.

We signed a contract with Te Tai Tokerau
Water Trust to purchase shares in the
Kaikohe Water Company late in March.
This will provide us with access to water
in the Matawii Water storage reservoir.
The contract gives Council preferential
supply status ensuring we have a back-
up supply for Kaikohe in case of severe
water shortages. We are planning to
install infrastructure linking the reservoir
to the council water treatment plant by
November 2022. Construction of the
750,000 cubic metre reservoir located
north-east of Kaikohe is now at its mid-
way point. Matawii will also provide water
to the Ngawha Innovation and Enterprise

Park and other local horticultural ventures.

It will be operational by next summer.

Play area for Kerikeri Domain

Work on the new Kerikeri Domain playground is
due for completion in June.

Work on a new playground for

Kerikeri Domain is now underway

and is due for completion in June.

The play area will include a flying fox,
swings, slides, tunnels, a climbing wall,
towers and shade sails for protection.
The playground is a part of the Kerikeri
Domain Revitalisation Project, which
has already completed a new skate
park and full-sized basketball court,
both of which have proved to be a huge
hit with locals and visitors. The Council
received $3 million from the
Government's COVID-19 Response

and Recovery Fund to deliver priority
domain infrastructure. A grand opening
of the whole revitalisation project is
scheduled for later this year.
